Students request changing grading option during given period

(Instructor’s approval is not required)

- Student can request changing grading option from A-F Grade — S/U Grade
(3% For several courses, of which original grading option is S/U Grade, students can
change the option into A-F grade)
- If students don't request changing grading option, original grading option off
courses are applied.

% Changing grading option of undergraduate courses of other majors has NO relevance with
changing grading option of liberal education courses (Physical Education, etc.); They are separately
applied to students.
